Provided further that the Trust may bear an
expenditure upto three percentage from and within the five percentage
of its accrued funds for the services of the personnel appointed from
the Government departments or from regular employees of the District
Panchayat or such other cadre as may be decided by the Government,
for providing administrative and technical assistance to the Trust 6% of
the accrued amounf Rs.95,52,444/- and the amount of Rs.2,38,800/- is
included in the 6% required for the payment of salary to the DMFT staff
and Purchasing i-Pad an amount of Rs.97,724/- for the year 2019-2020
the remaining amount of 6% is Rs.92,15,920/-.
